• evidence of proficiency in German 

• several semesters of study in the same field at 

a university in your native country.

• Enrollment at your Home University

• Proficiency in German (if the programme you

wish to enroll in is not taught in English or

French)

• Qualification for Admission to Institutions of 

Higher Education

• officially authenticated copies of your secondary school-leaving 
certificate (Bacalauréat, Attestat, High school diploma etc.)

• evidence of any university entrance examinations in your 
native country

• overview of the nature of your previous studies, the grades you 
received, and certificates from any academic examinations

• certificate of enrollment
